It was important for us to cast a Black Jesus to reflect our
what our world looks like today in the United States and explore how this
story transforms when our beloved leader is a man with dark skin. |
recently read the book God is a Black Woman by Christena Cleveland and
as a child raised in the strict Jehovah’s Witness faith it broke open my
perspective in the most beautiful way. It is spiritually empowering and my
biggest takeaway was that God is what we make it, the definition and
embodiment is up to us. We have the permission to craft our own individual
relationships and rituals.

If God isn’t a word that you connect with, | hope you replace it with the
universe, ancestors, the source, the light, the sacred divine, our mother
nature or whatever beautiful force you believe in; and if that’s all a little
woo-woo for you, | hope you see yourself in what we’ve created. Our God in
this show is whatever serves you, whatever stirs something deep inside
your heart. Maybe you feel God'’s love in your mother’s arms, or when you
eat your favorite meal or curl up in your coziest spot with your pet. Do you
hear it in your best friend’s laughter? There are a million and one places to
find God in the every day, like how the sun sparkles on the water or in the
eyes of a child, it need not look like a big white man in the sky. Whether you
believe in a higher power or just something bigger than yourself, | hope this
performance resonates with you and most of all, that you enjoy yourself.
I’m confident you’ll be blown away by these voices, the moves, the silly
storytelling—it’s been soul filling and healing to create. Thank you for being
here, your support means more than you know.
